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Pastor’s Ponderings

Your transition team met last week
with members of the Congrega-
tional Council to dig deeper on
three issues that have been identified
as needing attention in our church:
expanding laity involvement (and thus
avoiding burnout), learning how to
have difficult conversations (and
thus managing conflict), and em-
powering teams to do the work
they have been commissioned to
do (and thus enhancing effective
functioning and improving team
morale). Plans are in the making
for addressing these concerns and
recommendations will be made to
the congregation in the near future.

e The second will be a Team Summit on Sunday,
February 12th, after church, for the purpose
of team building, orientation, training, and
organizing. The Transition Team feels that it
is imperative that all teams understand what

their function is, who their fellow team mem-
bers are, and how they are to work as a team.

e The third event is farther out—Sunday, March
11th—at which time Dr. Chris Gambill from the
Center for Congregational Health will be leading
us in a conversation around the theme:

"How to Have a Difficult Conversation

Without Tearing Your Church Apart”.

He will be speaking during the Sunday School
hour, preaching during the morning worship
service, and continuing the seminar during
and after lunch. He will also be available to
lead a seminar on Monday for area ministers
and congregational leaders on the general
topic of managing conflict.
